RESOLUTION 

OCTOBER 19, 2023 

 
 WHEREAS, it is the policy of the Borough of Lakehurst to treat the public, employees, 

prospective employees, appointees, volunteers and contractors in a manner consistent with all 

applicable civil rights laws and regulations including, but not limited to the Title VII of the Civil 

Rights Act of 1964 as amended by the Equal Opportunity Act of 1972, the Age Discrimination in 

Employment Act, the Equal Pay for Equal Work Act, the Fair Labor Standards Act, the New 

Jersey Law against Discrimination, the Americans with Disabilities Act, the Family and Medical 

Leave Act,  the Conscientious Employee Protection Act, (the New Jersey Workers Compensation 

Act, the Federal Consolidated Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act (COBRA) and the Open 

Public Meetings Act; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the governing body of the Borough of Lakehurst has determined that there 

is a need for personnel policies and procedures to ensure that employees and prospective 

employees are treated in a manner consistent with these laws and regulations. 

 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ADOPTED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of 

Lakehurst that the Personnel Policies and Procedures Manual attached hereto is hereby adopted. 

 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that these personnel policies and procedures shall 

apply to all Borough of Lakehurst officials, appointees, employees, volunteers and independent 

contractors.  In the event there is a conflict between these rules and any collective bargaining 

agreement, personnel services contract or Federal or State law, the terms and conditions of that 

contract or law shall prevail. 

 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this manual is intended to provide guidelines 

covering public service by Borough of Lakehurst employees and is not a contract.  The provisions 

of this manual may be amended and supplemented from time to time without notice and at the 

sole discretion of the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Lakehurst. 

 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that to the maximum extent permitted by law, 

employment practices for the Borough of Lakehurst shall operate under the legal doctrine known 

as “employment at will.” 

 

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the managerial/supervisory personnel are 

responsible for these employment practices.  The Personnel Committee and the Municipal 

Attorney shall assist the managerial/supervisory personnel in the implementation of the policies 

and procedures in this manual.

“AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF LAKEHURST AMENDING 

CHAPTER VII OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE 

BOROUGH OF LAKEHURST, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW  

JERSEY, ENTITLED TRAFFIC PERMITTING THE USE OF LOW-SPEED 

VEHICLE” 

 

2023-20 

 

 BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Borough Council of the Borough of 

Lakehurst, County of Ocean, State of New Jersey, as follows: 

 

Section 7-40 REGULATION FOR THE MOVEMENT AND PARKING OF 

LOW-SPEED VEHICLES ON ALL ROADWAYS IN THE BOROUGH 

 

7-40.1 Definitions.  As used in this Section: 

 

 Low Speed Vehicle (LSV) shall mean a four-wheeled vehicle, as defined in 

49 CFR s. 571.3(b), whose attainable speed is more than 20 miles per hour and no 

more than 25 miles per hour on a paved level service.  The LSV cannot be 

powered by gas or diesel fuel. 

 

7-40.2 Permitted Use. A person is permitted to operate or park an LSV upon any 

roadways, streets, public or quasi-public properties within the Borough and must 

hereto the following: 

 

a) Be in possession of a valid driver’s license. 

 

b) LSV must be properly registered and insured. 

 

c) If only one license plate, license plate must be put on the rear of the LSV. 

 

d) Subject to the same violations as other vehicles. 

 

7-40.3 Penalties.  

a. For a first offense the operator of an LSV shall be subject to a fine of not 

less than one hundred fifty dollars ($ 150.00). 

 

b. For a subsequent offense the operator of an LSV shall be subject to a fine 

of not less than five hundred dollars ($ 500.00). 

 

c. Any LSV found in violation of this section shall be subject to impound 

and towing at the owner/operator’s expense. 

 

Severability 

 

All ordinances or parts of ordinances that are in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to 

the extent of such conflict or inconsistency.  If any part of this ordinance shall be held to 



be invalid, such part shall be deemed to be severable and the invalidity thereof shall not 

affect the remaining parts of this ordinance. 

 

Effective date 

 

This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication as 

required by law.

ORDINANCE 2023-21

ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF LAKEHURST, IN THE COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF 

NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING REPAIRS TO A POTABLE WATER WELL TO APPROPRIATE 

THE SUM OF $94,354.00 TO PAY THE COST THEREOF, FULLY FUNDED BY THE CAPITAL 

IMPROVEMENT FUND

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF LAKEHURST, IN 

THE COUNTY OF OCEAN, NEW JERSEY (not less than two thirds of all members thereof affirmatively 

concurring) AS FOLLOWS: 

 

Section 1.  The Borough of Lakehurst, in the County of Ocean, State of New Jersey (the "Borough") is 

hereby authorized to undertake repairs to a potable water well. 

 

Sections 2.  The sum of $94,354.00 is hereby appropriated to the payment of the cost of the repairs 

authorized and described in Section 1 hereof (hereinafter referred to as "purpose").  Said appropriation 

shall be fully funded by the Capital Improvement Fund.  The sum of $94,354.00 is hereby appropriated 

from the Capital Improvement Fund for the payment of the cost of said purpose. 

   

Section 3.  The period of usefulness of the Improvements referred to in Section 2, within the limitations 

of the Local Bond Law and according to the reasonable life thereof, is not less than five years. 

  

Section 4.  The capital budget of the Borough of Lakehurst is hereby amended to conform with the 

provisions of this ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith. The resolution in the form 

promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended capital budget and capital 

program as approved by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services is on file with the 

Clerk and is available there for public inspection. 

 

Section 5.  The improvements authorized hereby are not current expenses and are general improvements 

the Borough may lawfully make.  No part of the cost of the Improvements authorized hereby has been or 

shall be specially assessed on any property specially benefited thereby. 

 

Section 6.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances, inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent 

of such inconsistency.  

 

Section 7. This bond ordinance shall take effect twenty days after the first publication thereof after final 

adoption, as provided by the Local Bond Law.
